Give students opportunities to achieve a
broad range of high-quality qualifications
recognised both nationally and
internationally to enable them to become
truly global citizens.

Enable every learner to leave school with
the confidence, ability and ambition to
improve themselves with the help of
excellent, impartial careers information
advice and guidance.

We will engage in on-going discourse
regarding how our curriculum develops,
engaging with our stakeholders and other
groups to ensure it speaks to the rich and
diverse society we live in.

We will work with other educational
organisations to ensure that our work is
informed by the best of current thinking.

EXCELLENT

We will be ambitious for all students,
having high expectations of everyone.
We will prioritise the teaching of Reading
across the key stages and our curriculum
will be underpinned by access to high
quality texts.
